You are cordially invited to the 2010 Nicholas reunion at the height of the fall color season, Monday, 11 October 
through Friday, 15 October. The event will be held on scenic 32-mile-long Lake George, “Queen of American Lakes,” in New 
York’s Adirondack Mountains. It will be hosted by the Fort William Henry Resort and Conference Center (48 Canada Street, 
Lake George, New York 12845; telephone 800-234-0267 or 518-668-3081; web www.fortwilliamhenry.com), which is 
located at the site of events depicted in the James Fenimore Cooper’s classic tale The Last of the Mohicans. 

ARRIVAL, REGISTRATION AND OPTIONAL PRELIMINARY EVENTS 
Lake George is 65 miles north of Albany, New York, an hour’s drive on Interstate 87. Drive time from both New York and 

Boston is approximately 3-1/2 hours. Non-stop flights to Albany are available from points as distant as Chicago and Atlanta. 
For those not planning to drive or to rent their own car in Albany, the hotel offers ground transportation from the Albany 
International Airport or from the Albany-Rensselaer Amtrak station @ $25 per person each way by prior arrangement (see 
reservation form). 

Registration will take place in the hotel’s hospitality room, which will open at 1700 on Monday, 11 October. For those 
arriving earlier, an optional Sunday dinner and Monday auto tour to the sites of the Battle of Valcour Island, Battle of Lake 
Champlain (and possibly also Lake Placid, NY, site of the 1932 and 1980 Olympics) will be considered if there is interest. 

PLANNED EVENTS 
The Plan of the Day on the back side of this page lists the schedule of arranged events. Highlights will include an 

introduction to the history of the Lake George region with guide Red Hawk of the Abenaki Nation; a cruise on board the 
101-year-old excursion boat MV Mohican; tours (1) of historic Fort Ticonderoga via Whitehall, New York, birthplace of the 
American Navy, (2) of the Saratoga battlefield, site of the turning point of the American Revolution, led by Nick Westbrook, 
Executive Director Emeritus of Fort Ticonderoga, and (3) on Friday before departure, of the beautifully-restored World War 
II destroyer escort USS Slater in Albany. A business meeting is planned for Tuesday morning; a memorial service is planned 
for Wednesday afternoon at Fort Ticonderoga. 

A banquet will be held Thursday evening. Commander Corey Keniston, USN, current commanding officer of USS Arleigh 
Burke (DDG 51), lead ship of today’s Arleigh Burke class of guided missile destroyer, has been invited as guest speaker. 

On Friday, for those who do not have their own vehicles, transportation will be available from the hotel either to the 
Slater or to the airport. Transportation from the Slater to the airport will also be available by prior arrangement. 

LODGING 
Lodging may be reserved directly with the hotel, which will hold rooms at reunion rates (see enclosed reservation form) 

through Friday, 10 September 2010. These rates will also be available for parties arriving up to three days before the 
reunion and staying up to three days afterward.
